The private family 
sphere becomes increasingly important in his art... Choosing his children as subjects is not to 
be  seen  primarily  as  a  creative  rearguard  action  of  the  now  world-renowned  Spaniard, 
however, for it harbored an unmistakable inspirational potential that Picasso exploited as a
